FOLLOW-ON (FO)/HOME-BASING (HB) ENTITLEMENT FACT SHEET


You have just been selected (or elected) to serve an unaccompanied short tour of 15 months or less.  Your selection, according to Department of Defense Joint Travel Regulations, authorized you to relocate your dependents, ship and/or store household goods (HHG) to any designated place in the CONUS.  You are also authorized these entitlements if the designated location is Alaska, Hawaii, Puerto Rico or any territory or possession of the United States; however, since these locations are considered OS by AF definition, if you have dependents, you must apply for dependent travel in accordance with AFI 36-3020, Family Member Travel.  As a note of interest, dependents must be medically cleared prior to your departure to the unaccompanied short tour location.  Applications for dependent travel must be processed through your MPF to the appropriate MAJCOM for approval/disapproval.


The type of tour you will serve makes you eligible to apply for an HB or FO assignment or both; however, if you apply for the HB assignment, it will be considered first.  A HB is an advanced assignment that will reassign you back to your current base; whereas the FO assignment will reassign you to a desired location in the CONUS or OS.  If you elect an OS long tour location, you must ensure you have the ability to obtain the required service retainability for the unaccompanied tour length, plus 12 additional months.  The additional 12 additional months retainability are required to support a CONUS PCS, elect the accompanied-by-dependents tour length, or to request command-sponsorship if you acquire dependents.


Every effort will be made to provide you with an advanced assignment (consistent with the best interest of the AF); however, you must keep in mind the intent of the HB and FO program is to reduce PCS costs.  In order to participate, you must agree no to use your PCS entitlements.  An election to participate is your agreement to not use the following PCS entitlements at government expense: 

1) Relocation of dependents

2) Packing or relocation of HHG

3) Storage of HHG

4) Dislocation allowance


You must decide what is more advantageous in your particular situation.  However, if you elect to participate, you may NOT utilize PCS entitlements.  The only way your assignment will not be jeopardized is if you relocate your dependents or ship/store HHG at your own expense.  If you feel this will cause you a financial or personal hardship, we encourage you not to apply.  The only exceptions to utilize PCS entitlements and receive advanced assignment consideration are:

1) Relocation of dependents and/or HHG to the follow-on location.  NOTE: HHG cannot be shipped to the FO location at government expense unless you intend to establish a household within the FO vicinity (daily commuting distance from FO base and household).
2) Single members, single-parent members and military couples who will serve concurrent unaccompanied short tours can store HHG at government expense by the most cost effective means, as determined by the local Traffic Management Office (TMO).


Any other exceptions to the FO criteria won’t be considered because it reduces available assignments t other OS short tour returnees and provides members an unfair advantage over those who abide by FO criteria.


If you paid to relocate your dependents and HHG to a location other than the FO location, upon your return, travel and transportation allowance will be paid not to exceed the amount you were authorized from the old CONUS station to the new station.  This amount depends on the location you relocated your dependents in relation to the old and FO locations.  Your Home-basing and/or Follow-on Assignment Aplication clearly outlines your agreement with the AF.  Make sure you read the application carefully, as it is your responsibility to ensure you understand all entitlements associated with this program and your agreement with the Air Force.

I understand that priority consideration will be given to overseas choices.  I have read and understand AFI 36-2110, Attachment 5.  I am aware that this is the only application I can make for home-basing or     follow-on consideration.

3.  (FOR HOME-BASING ONLY) If selected to participate in the home-basing program, I agree not to move my dependents, ship or drive a privately owned vehicle, or move or store household goods at government or personal expense in conjunction with my oversea and return assignment.  Once selected to participate in the home-basing program, I understand that, if denied continued occupancy of government-owned or controlled quarters, I may move my dependents and household goods only within the same city, town, or metropolitan area as prescribed by JFTR, Volume I.  I further understand that if I relocate dependents, ship or drive a privately owned vehicle at government expense, or move or store household goods at government or personal expense (for reasons other than being denied continued occupancy of government owned or controlled quarters), without prior approval from HQ AFPC/DPA, my home-basing assignment will be canceled.

4.  (FOR FOLLOW-ON ONLY) If selected to participate in the follow-on program, I agree to either leave my dependents at the losing base or move them to the follow-on location.  In conjunction with these options, I agree to not move my dependents, ship or drive a privately owned vehicle or ship household goods at government or personal expense.  (As an exception to this storage policy, members with follow-on assignments to overseas locations who receive approval to relocate their dependents to the follow-on location before the sponsor completing the short tour, can store household goods at government expense until the sponsor arrives at the follow-on location.)  Once selected to participate in the follow-on program and I decide to leave my dependents at the losing base, and I am denied continued occupancy of government-owned or controlled quarters, I may move my dependents and household goods only within the same city, town or metropolitan area as prescribed by JFTR, Volume I.  I further understand that if I relocate dependents, ship or drive a privately owned vehicle at government expense, or more or store household goods at government or personal expense (for reasons other than being denied continued occupancy of government owned or controlled quarters or moving them to the follow-on location), without prior approval of HQ AFPC/DPA, my follow-on assignment will be canceled.

5.  I also understand that:

    a. Driving of privately owned vehicle applies to PCS travel from the CONUS to the OS PCS location only, and

    b. My home-basing or follow-on assignment, if approved, is subject to cancellation due to unavoidable changes in Air Force requirements or individual qualifications (base closure; change in mission, weapons system, or authorization; promotion; and so forth).

1. (FOR AIRMEN MARRIED TO OTHER AIR FORCE MILITARY MEMBERS) I have been counseled on the rules concerning follow-on and home-basing assignment and join spouse eligibility contained in Attachment 5.  I understand that I will be first considered for return assignment to the location of my spouse (unless intent code is H, Join Spouse Assignment Not Desired).  If no requirement exists at spouse’s location, my other follow-on preferences will be considered and spouse may, if otherwise eligible for PCS, apply for join spouse assignment to my follow-on location.  I understand any use of the follow-on or home-basing programs to obtain an assignment to a location other than my spouse’s location, is considered voluntary separation and subsequent reassignment of my spouse to join me will not be authorized.
