Break-Out “Logistics”

· How does the “Greater Expectations” Report define a liberal (or “liberating”) education?  Does Connor’s view of a liberal arts education coalesce with AAC&U’s definition?  (Suggested focus on pages 24-28)

· In what ways do USAFA’s curriculum and educational practices conform to the Greater Expectation’s vision of a practical liberal education for the 21st Century?  (Suggestion:  Review the list of skills on pages 22-24, reframing them now as characteristics of a liberating education.) 
· In what ways do the Academy’s curriculum and educational practices fall short of the Greater Expectations vision?  Should we be concerned about any of these shortfalls?  Why?
· Recorders, on the designated form, please capture the three most important ideas the group discusses and two questions or issues worthy of a follow-on dialogue. [Note: Group will aid in this judgment.]
· Facilitators, please stop the discussion five minutes before adjournment so that the group can review the ideas recorded and decide which five to send forward.
