Space ops unit
takes over newest
GPS satellite

The 2nd Space Operations Squadron ac-
cepted satellite control authority of its third
Global Positioning System Block IIF satellite
during a ceremony here Oct. 26.

Following its launch from Cape Canaveral
Air Force Station, Fla., Oct. 4, acquirers from
the Space and Missile Systems Center and op-
erators from the 50th and 310th Space Wings
first performed a three-week check out of the
spacecraft before placing it into a primary slot
in the GPS constellation.

Col. Bernard Gruber, GPS director at SMC,
initiated the Oct. 26 ceremony by transfer-
ring satellite control authority of the vehicle,
known as SVN-65, to the 14th Air Force.

“Everything went smoothly following the
launch,” Gruber said. “This is the third GPS
Block ITF that we’ve placed on orbit and the
process seems to get better with each launch.
We were able to decrease the timeline for
checkout of the vehicle and it’s clear we’re on
the right track for future success.”

Col. Todd Brost, 14th AF director of opera-
tions and exercises, accepted SCA and trans-
ferred it to 50th SW Commander, Col. James
Ross.

Academy professor
receives national award

Upon his 25th year of
teaching, Academy profes-
sor Barry Fagin was named
one of the U.S. Professors of
the Year by the Council for
Advancement and Support
of Education Thursday, and
is the ninth Academy faculty
member to receive the award
within the past 11 years.

Fagin, a full professor in
the Academy’s Computer
Science Department, was
recognized in Washington,
D.C. as the 2012 Carnegie
Foundation for the Ad-
vancement of Teaching Col-
orado Professor of the Year
and is the second professor

in his department to receive
the award.

“I was very gratified and
pleasantly surprised when
I found out that I was one
of the three from the Acad-
emy put forward, knowing
the caliber of the other two
individuals,” Fagin said. “I
thought there was no way I
would win, let alone across
the state. It feels good and
puts a little spring in your
step.”

Fagin began instructing at
the Academy in 1994 and
teaches cryptography and
the Scholars Introduction
to Computing class. He has
also taught calculus in the
math department.

“My colleagues are won-

derful and I really like work-
ing with smart, motivated
people but it’s the cadets
that make it happen,” Fagin
said. “They are so motivated
and focused. I feel very priv-
ileged to work with people
who are so disciplined and
hungry to learn. I get a sense
of the fire, the passion and
that’s why I’'m here, to be a
part of the transmission of
ideas and help these young
future officers become fu-
ture leaders.”

Academy professor Mar-
tin Carlisle, a 2008 recipient
of the award, has worked
with Fagin in the Computer
Science Department for 15
years and in a recommenda-
tion letter described Fagin’s
student evaluations as “lau-
datory.”

“He brings to each of these
courses the same zeal for
scholarship and learning,
and receives rave reviews
from his students because
they know they are being

challenged and are enabled
to succeed at those challeng-
es,” Carlisle wrote.

Carlisle also wrote that it
was Fagin who was inspired
to create the Scholars In-
troduction to Computing
course here and teaches it in
an exceptional manner.

“What is truly remarkable
about this course is that he
is able to take college fresh-
men, many with no pro-
gramming background and
no intention of majoring in
computer science, and lead
them through the great ideas
of computing by examining
the original papers,” Carlisle
wrote.

Fagin also taught for a
year in Russia as a Fulbright
Scholar and said regardless
of nationality, he has found
that students everywhere
want to learn, know their
professor cares about them
and has a passion for the
subject.

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There's no home for domestic violence

As members of the United
States Armed Forces we are
held to a higher standard.
Though these standards may
give an impression that mili-
tary families are immune to
some of the ills that affect
other families, any experi-
enced First Sergeant will say
military families are not ex-
empt from domestic violence.

Spending six months to a
year away from family and the
typical routine can be tough
for anyone. But, one thing the
deploying person may forget
is that it’s just as hard, if not
harder, for those who are left
back home.

The family members have ad-

justed to the service member’s
absence, and that often means
they’ve started a different rou-
tine that works for them.

While most couples can find
balance again after their loved
one returns, there are those
who have a harder time read-
justing.

The key is realizing when a
dispute has gotten beyond the
controllable point and recog-
nizing where it could escalate
into violence.

As a military member, be
aware that an incident of do-
mestic violence will have dire
consequences on your career
if you are convicted. Related
to domestic violence, effective
February 1994, Public Law
103-159, 107 Stat. 1536 was

signed. This law, bet-
ter known as The Bra-

To compound the
situation, the Gun Control
Act of 1968 also has a stipu-
lation that anyone discharged
from the Armed Forces under
dishonorable conditions can’t
own a gun.

To help educate families and
equip them with tools to re-
solve conflict, the Air Force
has several options available.
Through these programs,

families can learn effective
ways to deal with the issue of
stress, or problems at home,
before it escalates into do-
mestic violence. The services
offer includes, Family Ad-
vocacy, the Mental Health
Clinic, Military & Fam-
ily Life Consultant Program,
Military One Source, and the
Chaplain.

“They want their teacher to know the ma-
terial backwards and forwards and get the
sense their professor is there to help them
get as much of his or her knowledge into
their head as possible,” Fagin said.

The Academy has won the award more
than any service academy and all service
academies combined, Fagin said.

“The Academy is above the top one per-
cent of institutions in terms of winners of
the professor of the year award,” Fagin
said. “That’s a really significant honor and
it speaks very highly of the quality of the
faculty we have here. We've had military
officers, retired military and those with no
military background win the award.”

Williams
worked for 22 years as a
special education teacher
at various schools within
the Cherry Creek school
district, and served eight
years in the Colorado
House of Representatives
prior to becoming a state
senator.

“It’s an important event because it
gives an introduction to young girls
about the world of science, which is
important because there aren’t many
females in the field,” said Cadet 4th
Class Katherine Case, a volunteer
at the event. “When I was younger,
I went to something called ‘Girls in
Engineering and Mathematic Science’
that presented workshops on career
fields in science and made me fall in
love with the field. Now I'm pursuing
that love.”

The girls spent the day competing in
simple educational experiments, such
as how to make ice cream with liquid
nitrogen, how a film canister reacts
with Alka Seltzer and water, and how
many chemistry books a tower made
of paper and masking tape can sup-
port.

“The girls really enjoyed launching
the rockets in the stairwell because
they were amazed at how high their
rockets went,” said Cadet 4th Class
Staci Colbacchini. “Since we only
launched one rocket at a time, each
girl could see what the other rockets
did and all of the girls began a count-
down for each other’s rockets in the
stairwell.”

Ron Furstenau, an instructor with
the Air Force Academy’s Chemistry
Department and organizer of the
event, said the workshop allows the
Academy to showcase its facilities,
spirit of volunteerism and service to
the community.

“It allows the Academy to show its
STEM expertise to the community
as well as give the cadet volunteers a

chance to be role models
for these girls,” Furstenau
said. “It’s a good leader-
ship opportunity for them
because there are so many
little kids wanting to do so
many different things that
day and it requires great
organizational skills.”

Cadet Ist Class Helen
Ensley has helped with the
workshop for four years
and was a leader for the
chemistry of food lab, a
new activity this year.

“These Girl Scouts really
enjoyed making their own
butter and then getting to
eat it on crackers,” Ens-
ley said. “These girls are
always so excited about
what we’re doing and the
workshop is a great oppor-
tunity for them because
it gives them a chance to
participate in real chem-
istry in a safe environ-
ment, allows them to visit
a prestigious institution
and leaves them with the
impression that they really
can do anything they want
to with their lives.”

At the end of the day, Furstenau
performed a chemistry magic show
for the scouts that featured flashy col-
or changes and explosions. Furstenau
has been performing these shows here
since 1984.

“The chemistry magic show was a
big hit with everyone,” Colbacchini

“Shrinking the checkout timeline is important
because it means we can get these satellites avail-
able to the users as quickly as possible,” Ross said.
“This is a great model for the acquisition and
operational communities to work together as a
team.”

Following acceptance of SCA, Ross then del-
egated command and control of SVN-65 to Lt.
Col. Thomas Ste. Marie, 2nd SOPS commander
and a 1996 Air Force Academy graduate.

“I want to thank the full team who executed
such a smooth transition from the Space and Mis-
sile Systems Center personnel who traveled from
California, to the local partnership with our Air
Force Reserve teammates in 19 SOPS, to my own
team at 2 SOPS,” Ste. Marie said. “Launch and
initialization is one of those things that can keep
a commander up at night, but there were no wor-
ries at all. It is this synchronized triple partnership
between these organizations that made this SCA
possible.”

Global Positioning Satellites transmit digital ra-
dio signals to receivers on the ground, allowing
military and civilian users to calculate their time,
location and velocity.

The Block IIF series is the fifth generation of
GPS spacecraft and provides improved timing
technology, a more jam-resistant military signal
and higher powered civilian signal compared to
previous models. SVN-65 was designed to operate
on orbit for 12 years and includes a reprogram-
mable processor capable of receiving software up-

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Turnovers lead to 28-9 loss against Aztecs

SAN DIEGO — Mistakes and mis-
cues delivered the Air Force Falcons
their fifth defeat of the season, a 28-9
loss at the hands of the San Diego
State Aztecs.

San Diego came into the game
bowl-eligible with a strong shot at the
conference title after defeating Boise
State, while Air Force had fumbled
its way to a 5-4 record this season.

The Falcons coughed up the ball
four times in the game - twice on
fumbles and twice due to intercep-
tions. The Aztecs converted these four
turnovers into three touchdowns.

Those 21 points, coupled with the
Falcons converting for only five of
18 on third down and six of nine on
fourth down, proved too much to
overcome against a thriving San Di-
ego State team.

“To beat a really good football
team, especially on the road, we have
to have virtually no mistakes. We had
some significant mistakes, most defi-

nitely in the differential and the turn-
over part of it,” said Falcon coach
Troy Calhoun. The coach said his
focus is taking the lessons learned
and improving for the next game.
“We have enormous respect for who
we’re going to face, but we just have
to make sure we're doing everything
we can as Air Force.”

Air Force took the lead early, on
a Parker Herrington field goal, but
it was the Falcons only lead of the
game. San Diego answered with an
interception of Falcons quarterback
Connor Dietz on the next Air Force
series, and ground out the yardage
to put running back Adam Muema
into the end zone for the go-ahead
score. Defensively, the Aztecs forced
the Falcons to turn the ball over on
downs twice, and a missed field goal
left the Falcons down 14-3 at the
half.

The Aztec defense kept up the pres-
sure in the second half, sacking Dietz
violently and forcing a fumble. That
fumble was recovered by San Diego
defensive end Everett Beed for what

became a 52-yard touchdown, and
dug a little deeper for the Falcons, at
21-3.

The Falcons finally visited the end
zone late in the third quarter, after
defensive back Christian Spears in-
tercepted a San Diego pass and re-
turned it to the Aztec 13-yard line.
Wes Cobb punched it in from five
yards out for the touchdown. The
point-after attempt failed, leaving
the Falcons down 28-9.

Going into the fourth quarter, the
Falcons rotated in more players, giv-
ing second string quarterback Kale
Pearson the chance to get in some
meaningful snaps and try to sustain
a drive. Third-string quarterback
Tucker Tipton finished out the quar-
ter, but both the sophomore Pearson
and senior Tipton were unable to
narrow the Falcons’ scoring deficit in
the 28-9 loss.

The loss dropped the Falcons to 5-5
on the season, and 4-2 in the Moun-
tain West. With only two games left
in the regular season, the Falcons
need one win to become the fifth of
five bowl-eligible teams in the
conference, and line up a post-
season slot in one of the confer-
ence’s five bowls. But the team
will have to rebound and rejuve-
nate quickly to focus on the next
task at hand, which is playing the
University of Hawai’i Warriors
on Friday.

“Yes, no doubt about it, we can,
said Calhoun. “That’s one of the
things we have to do, we have to
rejuvenate. As a team, you have
to have enough leadership, which
we do, and what I have in mind is
rejuvenation and that’s what has
to happen. We have great seniors
and we have a great, great group
of kids, but we have to earn it.
Just because you think you de-
serve something doesn’t mean
you get it. You have to fight.”

RENO, Nev. — With a 3-2 vic-
tory over Nevada Saturday, the Air
Force volleyball team picked up its
first Mountain West road win since
2003.

The 32-point output is the pro-
gram’s second-highest single-match
total since 25-point scoring went
into effect for the 2008 season, sec-
ond to the 35 that the Falcons put up
earlier this year against Colorado.

Air Force claims MPSF soccer title

Third straight win sends men’s team to NCAA Tournament for first time since 1997

The Air Force men’s soccer team
capped an incredible four-day run
Sunday with a shootout victory over
No. 9 New Mexico in the Mountain
Pacific Sports Federation Tourna-
ment championship game at the Uni-
versity of New Mexico Soccer Com-
plex in Albuquerque, N.M.

The Falcons, who got a game-tying
goal from senior Kevin Durr with 16
seconds left in regulation, earn the
league’s automatic bid to the 2012
NCAA Tournament.

Air Force entered the MPSF Tour-
nament as the No. 3 seed and won
three straight games to claim the title.
The Falcons last participated in the
NCAA Tournament in 1997, when
they lost to Creighton, 3-2, in the first
round at the Academy.

“I could not be prouder of this team,
not just today but the entire season,”
said Air Force head coach Doug Hill.
“I am so excited for this group of 10
seniors to play in the NCAA Tourna-
ment.”

There were limited scoring opportu-
nities in the match’s first 45 minutes,
but New Mexico did make the only
shot on goal in the first half count.

Michael Kafari received the ball
during an attacking run then stopped
short of the box and sent a pass over
the head of a defender to Ben McK-
endry. McKendry flicked the high
arching shot past Air Force keeper
Matt Underwood from the middle of
the box in the 30th minute.

The Falcons nearly tied the game

in the 55th minute when Durr fired
a blistering shot from the top of the
box that UNM goalie Patrick Poblete
was just able to deflect away.

The Falcons’ equalizer came in the
final moments of the game on an Air
Force free kick. After the ball was
sent into the box, it was cleared out
by New Mexico but right to Durr at
the top of the box. Durr then blasted
home the game-tying goal from 25
yards out under the crossbar.

“The ball just dropped out to the
right guy,” said Hill. “It was a great
shot and fitting that (Durr) tied the
game for us. We had some good looks
in the second half and really played
outstanding defense, especially by
Jake Jones and Caleb Downey.”

New Mexico forced a second over-
time after Poblete made a pair of
saves within 14 seconds of one anoth-
er. Then it was the Lobos who forced
the saves in the second overtime,
which included Underwood’s save of
a Blake Smith the left side of the box
in the 104th minute.

After a pair of scoreless overtimes,
the match went into a shootout.
Seniors Zane Dydasco and Kevin
Rossillon put away the first two PK’s
for Air Force followed by Durr and
Jones. New Mexico made its first
three shots, but the Lobos missed
their fourth when Michael Calderon’s
shot ricocheted off the cross bar. Fal-
cons sophomore Scott McGillivray
converted his penalty kick to clinch
the 5-3 shootout victory.

Health Club memberships

After this
three-day period, a buyer may cancel
a health club contract for the follow-
ing reasons: the buyer dies, the buyer
becomes totally physically disabled,
the health club is moved to a loca-
tion, the membership is transferred
to a location of the same club that is
more than five miles from the loca-
tion of the club when the buyer en-
tered into the contract, or the seller
discontinues operation of the health
club

Also, your contract may give you
further options to cancel your mem-
bership after one month’s notice,
when moving out of the local area.
