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CLASS OF 2010 ARRIVED ON THURSDAY, 29 JUNE


U.S. AIR FORCE ACADEMY, Colo. – The 1,334 members of the U.S. Air Force Academy’s Class of 2010 arrived on June 29 to in-process and begin Basic Cadet Training here.  
            Overall, the Academy received 9,254 applications for admission into the class, with over 1,700 being offered appointments.  As of June 9, 2006, 1,361 had accepted appointments, including 1,080 men and 281 women.  Forty-six appointees are prior-Air Force enlisted members. 

      The Class of 2010 boasts the largest number of women entering basic cadet training in Academy history.  Of the 281 total, 70 women represent minority groups and two are international students.  At 20.6%, this is also the largest percentage of women in any Academy class.

       Minorities account for 315 new cadets.   In terms of raw numbers and percentage-wise, this is largest group of minority cadets of any previous class; minority appointees will make up 23.1% of the class.


These minority cadets include 121 Asian-Americans (92 men, 29 women); and 35 Native Americans (27 men, 8 women).   Asian-Americans at 9.3% and Native Americans at 2.6% are both at record levels in raw numbers and percentages of the class.  The minority population of the Class of 2010 also includes 98 Hispanics (76 men, 22 women), for 7.2%; and 61 African-Americans (50 men, 11 women) at 4.5% of the class.


The 20 international cadets entering with the Class of 2010 are from Algeria, Bolivia, Colombia, Guatemala, Kenya, Korea, Oman, Singapore, Suriname, Sri Lanka, Romania, Taiwan, Thailand, Trinidad-Tobago and Tunisia; and the Academy’s first-ever cadets from Iraq, Afghanistan, Rwanda, Madagascar and Belize.


       Approximately 622 in the new class have met the potential medical qualifications to attend flight school.      


The high school grade point average for the Class of 2010 is 3.86.  College entrance score averages are:  SAT Critical Reading:  630; SAT Math:  662; ACT English: 28; ACT Math:  29.


In-processing was a one-day event which included medical processing, haircuts, clothing and equipment issue, and squadron and dormitory room assignments.  It also marked the start of 38 days of basic cadet training designed to prepare the basic cadets for entry into the cadet wing.  During the first 18 days, most of the basic training was conducted within the cadet area.  On July 21, the trainees marched to Jacks Valley for the field training.


On June 30, Brig. Gen. Susan Desjardins, Commandant of Cadets, conducted the formal swearing-in of the Class of 2010 at 8:30 a.m. on the Terrazzo near the Honor Wall next to the Cadet Chapel.

ACADEMY’S FIRST IRAQI, AFGHANI CADETS ARRIVED ON 29 JUNE
 The Air Force Academy’s first cadets from Iraq, Afghanistan, Rwanda, Belize and Madagascar began their Academy years on Thursday.  They were among 20 new international basic cadet trainees who in-processed to join the Class of 2010. 
            The new international basic cadet trainees hail from: Afghanistan, Algeria, Belize, Bolivia, Colombia, Guatemala, Iraq, Kenya, Korea, Madagascar, Oman, Romania, Rwanda, Singapore, Sri Lanka, Suriname, Taiwan, Thailand, Trinidad-Tobago and Tunisia.  With these additions, the Air Force Academy will have 60 international cadets. 
            International cadets complete the same academic, athletic, character development and military training as their U.S. classmates, with the exception of any military training that requires a security clearance.  In addition, international cadets have the opportunity to experience life in the United States, and U.S. Air Force Academy cadets have the opportunity to learn about diverse foreign cultures and perspectives.  Upon graduation, the international cadets return to their home nation to serve in their homeland’s military.  However, the friendships built among cadets are the foundations for lifelong relationships, ultimately providing international Air Force leaders with an invaluable network for addressing mutual security concerns and building effective coalitions.

Dana Pounds Wins Second NCAA Javelin Title
SACRAMENTO, Calif. – Saving the best for last and using a final throw of 190’3”, Air Force senior Dana Pounds successfully defended her javelin title at the NCAA Track and Field Championships on Friday, June 9, in Sacramento, Calif.  Defeating the runner-up by nearly 12 feet, the native of Lexington, Ky., claimed her second national title in as many years.


The recently graduated Pounds becomes the Academy’s first back-to-back national champion at the Division I level. She is also just the second track and field member ever to claim back-to-back national honors in the same event and the first during the outdoor season.  (Callie Calhoun won the 3000-meter run titles at the Division II national indoor championships during the 1990-91 seasons). The team’s three-time MVP also claimed All-America honors for the third consecutive year – again, the first Falcon to achieve that honor since Calhoun.

AFA Junior Earns All-America Status in the Discus
SACRAMENTO, Calif. – A AFA Female Junior claimed the first All-America honors of her career, as Air Force concluded a successful day of competition at the NCAA Track and Field Championships in Sacramento, Calif., on Friday, June 9. The Seneca, Kan., native picked up a seventh-place finish in the discus throw behind a distance of 171’5”.


Despite fouling her first attempt, the athlete rebounded with a toss of 162’6”.  After another foul, she counted a toss of 159’6”, but steadily improved her standings behind her final two throws.  She threw a 168’4”, before earning the deciding throw of 171’5” – a throw that was just one inch shy of the sixth-place spot.
