RECOGNITION and PINNACLE
 
Recognition (17-18 Mar 06):  A tough, but professional, mentally and physically challenging 48 hours; a series of inspections, marches, and physical events; provides a meaningful capstone to 4 degree training, fosters USAFA heritage, and recognizes 4 degrees' promotion to upper class; culminates with 4 degrees receiving their “Prop and Wings”, a metal badge that signifies upper class status.
 
Pinnacle (28-30 Apr 06):  A 6-day, major Spring event that validates the four class'- specific Officer Development System outcomes, through the execution of demanding field events, professional military competency testing, and stressful physical training; evaluates cadet core competencies and standards, through room inspections, personal appearance inspections and an evaluated parade.
 
CADET AWARDS PROGRAM
 
The Cadet Awards Program offers incentives to cadets for higher achievements in academic, athletic, leadership, military training and related activities by public recognition at the Individual Awards Ceremony which is held on Memorial Day, the Monday before graduation.
