LIST OF FACILITIES
A list of facilities containing a brief description is provided below.  Most of these facilities are only available on a space-available basis.  Military personnel and their families have priority.  Be aware that military needs or construction might prevent you from using a facility.  The telephone numbers are provided for all these facilities in the enclosed information.  Please call them directly for information that is more detailed.  
The Academy DOES NOT provide transportation or equipment of any kind.

SCOUT HUT: IMPORTANT NOTE – THE SCOUT HUT IS NO LONGER AVAILABLE FOR USE BY VISITING SCOUTS. NO FURTHER RESERVATIONS WILL BE TAKEN FOR THIS FACILITY.

1.  OUTDOOR CAMPING FACILITIES:  

The camping area is located just south of the B-52 airplane on Stadium Blvd.  This area is for tent camping only.  There are several unmarked clearings in the tree line south of the brick latrine building to set up camp.  Campsites are a first come, first served basis.  Please follow standard camping guidance and procedures as for example laid out in the Scout Handbook. 
All visiting groups must provide their own equipment, transportation, food, and sometimes water.  The camping area water supply is turned off during the fall, winter months.  Restrooms are located in the camping area.  

-  NO GROUND FIRES ARE PERMITTED AT ANY TIME.  This rule will not be wavered.
-  GAS/ PROPANE STOVES ARE PERMITTED.  PROPANE STOVES ARE THE PREFERRED METHOD FOR COOKING. 

-  CHARCOAL GRILLS ARE PERMITTED.  These could be restricted during parts of the year.
-  FIRE DRUMS/BARRELS ARE PERMITTED.  These could be restricted during parts of the year.

Wildlife:  This base is home to a variety of wildlife, to include bear, mountain lion, coyote, deer, raccoon, and skunk.  Please keep all food and food refuse put away so as NOT to attract the animals. PLEASE DO NOT FEED THE WILDLIFE.
Campsites are not within walking distance of dining facilities or showers; therefore you will have to provide your own transportation to and from these facilities.  There are NO LAUNDRY facilities available on base. 

Campsite security is the responsibility of each individual group.  At least one responsible adult leader should occupy the campsite at all times.  Security Forces will patrol the campsite area occasionally and may ask for your confirmation letter, but we cannot guarantee the safety of any equipment that is left unguarded.  The campsites are near a public display (the B-52 Bomber) and there are often other groups in the campsite area at any given time.  

Adequate clothing is necessary to be prepared for the extremes in weather conditions that may be experienced during your visit.  Storms may come up suddenly from the mountains, and lightning is a very real danger.  Even in the summer, temperatures can drop as much as 30 degrees in a few hours.  Snow can also be a problem, even as late as May and June, and can accumulate to significant amounts in a few hours.  There is no indoor housing or shelter near the camping area.  In the event of a major storm you will have to seek commercial lodging off base.
The North Gate (exit 156-B off I-25) closes completely during the following hours:  Sun-Thurs 2230-0530, Fri-Sat 0130-0530, and holidays 0130-0530.

6.  CHURCH SERVICES:  
Cadet Chapel is closed for touring on Sundays.  Sunday services are open to the public in both Academy Chapels.  

Cadet Chapel:  
School year hours: Protestant services are at 9 a.m., 10:30 a.m. and 12:00 p.m., Sundays.  Catholic Mass is at 10 a.m., Sundays. Jewish services are at 7 p.m., Fridays. 

Summer hours: There are no Jewish services during the summer. Protestant service is at 10:00 a.m. and Catholic service is at 10:00 a.m.  The Chapel is open for touring:  Monday-Saturday 9 a.m. to 5 p.m.  The Chapel is not open for touring on Sundays.  The Chapel is subject to closure without notice.

Community Center Chapel: 
Protestant services are at 9:45 a.m., Sunday.  Catholic Mass is at 5 p.m., Saturdays, and 11 a.m., Sundays.

7.  VISITOR CENTER: 
The Visitor Center is open from 9:00 a.m.-5:00 p.m. Monday-Sunday, and offers exhibits, a movie, a gift shop, and food court. Information desk numbers are:  719-333-2025/7742.  The Visitor Center has an Academy map showing an excellent self-guided tour route.

8.  ATHLETIC TICKET OFFICE: 
The Academy hosts many sporting events throughout the year.  Most notable are the football, basketball, and hockey games.  For a schedule and cost information, please call the Academy Ticket Office at (719) 472-1895 or 1-800-666-8723.
9.  RECREATIONAL FACILITIES: 
Recreational facilities at the Academy are primarily for the use of military personnel and their family members.  Youth groups can only use these facilities on a space available basis and you cannot make advance reservations.  An adult leader must supervise when youth groups use any facility.

Community Center Gymnasium:  Next to the High Country Inn, this facility is available for youth groups’ use.  The gym has showers, an indoor swimming pool, saunas, racquetball courts, etc.  The showers are generally available for camping youth groups at no charge, with these other areas being available on a space available basis.  There is a $3.00 charge per person (ages 6-17) and $4.00 (ages 18 and over) for use of the indoor swimming pool by non-military (non-DoD ID card holders).  This must be set up in advance by calling (719) 333-3531.  Street shoes are not allowed on courts.  Gym shoes must be hand carried.

Academy Bowling Lanes:  This facility is located in the Community Center area and is open to visiting youth groups on a space available basis.  The bowling alley has a grill, snack bar and a game room.  For further information on cost and availability please call (719) 333-4709.  Open daily 10:30 a.m. to closing.

10.  HIKING:  

All trails on the Academy are open to the public only between the hours of 8 am and 6 pm.  For DoD card holders and camping guests trails are open from 5 a.m. to sundown everyday.  No paperwork is needed to hike these trails.  Maps of the trails are available at the Visitor Center.  Be prepared for a variety of weather conditions along these trails.  Storms have been known to move in very quickly from the mountains.
Falcon Trail:  This hiking trail is open year round to hikers.  The trail is approximately 12 miles long and gives you a good look at the natural and man-made beauty of the Academy.  The trail crosses the road at several spots so you have the option of making your hike shorter.  There are trail signs that explain the different plants, geology, and natural phenomena in the immediate area.  A patch is available, through a local Scout troop, for completing the entire trail hike.  

Santa Fe Trail:  This trail follows the length of the Academy along highway I-25 from Monument to Colorado Springs.

Stanley Canyon and Farish Hiking Trails:  The Stanley Canyon trail is about 2 miles long and takes you from a parking lot area near the Academy Hospital through Stanley Canyon to the Stanley Canyon Reservoir.  This trail offers a panoramic view of Colorado Springs and the surrounding area.  Portions of the trail are very steep with loose footing so please be very cautious.  Hiking staffs, or similar walking aids, are strongly recommended.
From the Stanley Canyon Reservoir, the Farish Hiking Trail takes you further into the mountains and the Pike National Forest.  This is a 5.5-mile trail, much of it on dirt roads and abandoned jeep trails.  This trail provides relatively easy walking to the Farish Memorial and Academy recreational facility.  The USAFA Services Squadron controls this facility.  Be prepared for a variety of conditions along the trail.  Storms move in very quickly and temperatures during the summer can fall below freezing.

11.  FALCON MEWS: 
The falconry program is an important part of the Academy’s history.  Occasionally special tours during the week may be arranged by contacting the Public Affairs Office (719) 333-7475 or pa.comrel@usafa.af.mil.  It is easier to schedule a tour during the summer than during the academic year.  Cadets run the program and they have limited time to conduct tours during the academic year.
